
Project Description 
The Alaska Department of Transportation and Public Facilities (DOT&PF) is proposing improvements to Sterling Highway 
Milepost 157-169: Anchor Point to Baycrest Hill to restore the structural integrity, increase safety, reduce congestion, 
and improve travel efficiency of the  Sterling Highway from MP 157-169. Preliminary engineering and environmental 
assessment services began in Summer 2014 and will continue with construction scheduled to start in 2019. Anticipated 
work may include addition of passing and climbing lanes, replacement of bridges and culverts, intersection improve-
ments, shoulder widening, stabilization of stream banks, and required improvements to rehabilitate, resurface, and re-
store the roadway. This project is being completed using a combination of state and federal funds and is being devel-
oped in accordance with Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) guidelines. 

Project Status 
Our environmental Categorical Exclusion document has been approved by the state and the project is in the early design 
phase.  The first phase of this project completed the scoping process: preliminary capacity, traffic and safety analysis, 
public involvement, surveying, environmental studies, and preliminary engineering work.  Geotechnical field work began 
late 2016. Future design and right-of-way acquisition phases are scheduled for completion in late 2018 to  
enable construction to start in 2019. The corridor may be broken into multiple construction projects to accommodate 
available funding.  

Public comments will be gathered throughout the project.  Please let us know your       
comments and concerns.
